The Board of Aldermen of the Village of Pleak, Texas met in Regular Session, open to the public, on   August 16, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. in the Pleak Village Hall located at 6621 FM 2218 South, Richmond, Texas.  Council members present: Wade Goates, Michael John, Brenda Jaynes, Damon Kuhn and Al Warnasch. Mayor Larry Bittner opened the meeting with a prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

Jordan Blegen, Fire Chief, gave the monthly report. They had 31 calls which consisted of:                4 Fire Calls, 0 Over Pressure calls, 24 Rescue Calls/EMS, 1 Hazardous Condition, 1 Service Call,          0 Good Intent Calls, 1 False Calls and 0 other.  These calls were 8 in the Village, 11 in the Pleak ETJ,         9 Rosenberg ETJ, 3 Mutual Aid, and 0 unincorporated.  For 2017, 192 calls have been made which is an increase of 23 more from 2016.  Average response time is 10:21 minutes with Mondays being the highest call volume.  

The Fire Department has two new volunteers this month attending Tuesday trainings.

· FBESD6 offers to pay the Village of Pleak $3000.00 for the 1979/1980 Brush Truck.

· FBESD6 offers to pay the Village of Pleak $13,500.00 for the 1997 Rescue Vehicle

· Village of Pleak keeps all remaining equipment listed and included in the revised inventory submitted to FBESD6 by the Village of Pleak.
