The Board of Aldermen of the Village of Pleak, Texas met in Regular Session, open to the public, on January 16, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. in the Pleak Village Hall located at 6621 FM 2218 South, Richmond, Texas.  Council members present: Mayor Larry Bittner, Michael John, Wade Goates, Damon Kuhn, Carolyn Delmar and Anne Stark. Mayor Larry Bittner opened the meeting with a prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.
1. Council to approve or correct the minutes as presented from the December 19, 2018 City Council Meeting and the January 2, 2019 City Council Workshop.

10. Council to discuss and approve an ordinance for the Village of Pleak, Texas providing for regulations for the placement and development of recreational vehicle parks within the Village of Pleak and the Village of Pleak’s extraterritorial jurisdiction where applicable, providing for regulations for the placement of recreational vehicles outside of parks; establishing definitions; providing a penalty for violation of any provision hereof; repealing all ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent or in conflict herewith; and providing for severability.

Anne Stark made the motion to approve the ordinance with changes. Damon Kuhn made the second and the vote was unanimous.  
11. Council to discuss and approve an ordinance of the Board of Aldermen for the Village of Pleak, Texas authorizing the mayor to create and establish a Water Advisory Board for the purpose of recommending to the Board of Aldermen options and strategies designed to obtain and ensure adequate and affordable water supply resources in the future for the Village of Pleak.

Council to discuss and approve an ordinance of the Village of Pleak, Texas, repealing ordinance no. 11-71, adopted august 17, 2011 and replacing ordinance no. 11-71 with this ordinance; establishing rules and regulations governing the construction, erection, maintenance and use of signs within the corporate limits of the Village; application of rules and regulations to Village’s extraterritorial jurisdiction; providing a penalty for each day of violation of any provision hereof; providing for severability; and containing other provisions relating to the subject.
